1. Ten year SWM plans should be evaluated using this evaluation checklist (NSWMC TYP-001 Form 2 

Rev. 1 August 28, 2018) 

 

2. Evaluation should be carefully done using the following seven (7) parameters:  

2.1.1 Final Disposal Site. Open dump sites shall not be allowed as final disposal sites. If an open 

dump site is existing within the city or municipality, the plan shall  make provisions for its closure 

or eventual phase out within the period specified under the framework and pursuant to the provisions 

under Section 37 of this Act. As an alternative, sanitary landfil l sites shall be developed and operated as 

a final disposal site for solid and, eventually, residual wastes of a municipality or city or a cluster of 

municipalities and/or cities. Sanitary landfills shall be designed and operated in accordance with the 

guidelines set under Sections 40 and 41 of the Act.(Section 17, RA 9003) 

 

A residuals containment area (RCA) is allowed to be used as a temporary storage of residual wastes.  

However, the capacity, location and lifespan should be indicated.  Further, the plan should also reflect 

the final disposal facility after using the RCA.  

 

2.1.2 Materials Recovery Facilities. There shall be established a Materials Recovery Facility 

(MRF) in every barangay or cluster of barangays. The facili ty shall be established in a barangay-

owned or leased land or any suitable open space to be determined by the barangay through its 

Sanggunian. For this purpose, the barangay or cluster of barangays shall allocate a certain parcel of 

land for the MRF. The determination of site and actual establishment of the facili ty shall likewise be 

subject to the guidelines and criteria set pursuant to this Act. The MRF shall receive mixed waste for 

final sorting, segregation, composting, and recycling. The resulting residual wastes shall be transferred 

to a long-term storage or disposal facili ty or sanitary landfill . (section 32, RA 9003) 

 

All baranagys within the municipality should be serviced by a materials recovery facility at the end of 

the planning period.  It could be each barangay establishes its own MRF or a centralized MRF.  For a 

centralized MRF, the plan should reflect the barangays that will utilize the MRF. 

 

 

2.1.3 Diversion targets. Each LGU plan shall include an implementation schedule which shows 

that within five (5) years after the effectivity of this Act; the LGU shall divert at least 25% of all solid 

waste from waste disposal facilities through re-use, recycling, and composting activities and other 

resource recovery activities: Provided, That the waste diversion goals shall be increased every three (3) 

years thereafter. (Section 20 RA 9003) 

 

Diversion targets should be more than 50% by 2017. Diversion targtes on the 10th year should not 

exceed the maximum potential for diversion of the LGU, unless  technologies, and strategies were 

identified to meet the specfied target. 

 

2.1.4 Segregation at Source and Segregated Collection Targets.  A 100% collection efficiency 

should be residential, commercial, industrial and agricultural sources ensured.   (Section 17, RA 

9003) 

 

2.1.5 Expenditures/Investment.  The funding component includes identification and description of 

project costs, revenues, and revenue sources the LGU will use to implement all components of the LGU 

solid waste management plan.  The plan shall likewise indicate specific projects, activities, equipment 
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and technological requirements for which outside sourcing of funds or materials may be necessary to 

carry out the specific components of the plan. It shall define the specific uses for its resource 

requirements and indicate its costs. The plan shall likewise indicate how the province, city or 

municipality intends to generate the funds for the acquisition of its resource requirements. It shall also 

indicate if certain resource requirements are being or wil l be sourced from fees, grants, donations, 

local funding and other means. This will  serve as basis for the determination and assessment of 

incentives which may be extended to the province, city or municipality as provided for in Section 45 of 

this Act. (Section 17, RA 9003) 

  

2.1.6 Presence of policy support (Section 17, 42, RA 9003 

a) The plan should reflect existing and recommended policy to support hte programs that will be 

inplemented to meet the targets set in the plan. 

 

2.1.7 Presence of institutional/organizational arrangements (Section 11, 12, RA 9003)
